Merchant Sinfonia Committee Election 2014
There are three positions to be filled on the Committee this year.  Although elections to the Committee are normally for three years, it was decided that, as the whole of the Committee was new last year, it would be sensible to ensure that continuity should be maintained and that, of the initial Committee, three would stand down early this year (and be eligible for re-election) and three next year to secure an orderly rotation.  Of the three members standing down this year, Gillian Batters (Clarinet) is offering herself for re-election, whilst Jenny Kenny (Percussion and Flute) and Joe Broussard (Trumpet) prefer not to stand for re-election at present.  So we have three vacancies for which we need nominations, including those willing to renew. In the event of more than three nominations, a secret ballot will take place at the AGM on 28 October.
The Constitution specifies a committee of twelve people, including Chairperson and Vice Chairperson who are nominated specifically and individually.  The other (10) committee members are elected from general nominations, with an eye to filling the key officer roles (eg. Treasurer, Secretary, Librarian, Web/IT Master and Membership Secretary, as well as ensuring the Committee has expertise in areas such as marketing.  On top of this we want to ensure that all main instrumental groups are represented (eg upper strings, lower strings etc).

For this reason, we encourage you now to consider, both for yourself and for your playing colleagues, who might best be placed to help run Merchant Sinfonia.  Anybody nominated for the Committee needs the support of two members (as well as the consent of the individual concerned).  Elections will normally be for three years, with the possibility of renewal.
We are asking for nominations early, well ahead of the General Meeting which will take place at 7.00pm on Tuesday 28 October in Studio 1 at City Halls (just ahead of our normal rehearsal).
If you would like to offer your own name, or suggest others who are prepared to stand, please complete this form and return it as soon as possible, stating whether you are interested in accepting a particular role or seek election to the Committee as a general or representative member.  Clearly, if you have particular skills which would be relevant, we would love to hear from you!
